OVERVIEW

The Deccan Merchanis Cooperative Bank Lid., {The Bank) was incorporated on 30.08.1917 and has completed its 108 years of provision of
wide range of Banking and Financial Services including commencial Banking and Treasury Operations. The area of operation has bean
aextended to Whole of Maharashira State.

2. BASISOFPR TION

The financial statements have been prepared and presented under the historical cost convention on the accrual basis of accounting and are in
conformity with the stalutory requirameants prescribed under the Banking Regulation Act 1849, The Maharashtra Co-oparative Socielies Act,
1860, circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Accounting Standards (AS) issued by the Institute of Charterad
Accountants of india (1CAL) and current practices prevailing within the banking industry in india.

The praparation of the financial staterments regulres tha managemant o maka estimates and assumplions that affect the reported amounts of
assais and liabilities (including contingent liabilities ) as on the date of the financial statements and the reporied income and expenses for the
raporting period. Actual results could differ from these estimates. Management belisves that the estimates used in the preparation of the
financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Any revision in the accounting estimates is recognized prospectively,

. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements are drawn up keeping in mind the historical costs and going concem concept and in accordance with generally

acceplad accounting principles and practices prevailing in Co-Operative Banks in India excepl otherwise stated, Financial statements are

presented and digclosures thereto are made in compliance with RBI circular No. DORACC REC.No.45/21 0401 8/2021-22 dated 30th

August, 2021 (updated as on 01.04.2024),

2. Revenue Recognition
